our campus, as the flagship campus of the UA system, serves as one of the state’s principal training grounds for future leaders, as a research institution providing hands-on experience for the development of solutions to the greatest of challenges, and as an economic engine for the region; and

these taken together has a tremendous influence over regional, state, environmental, economic, and social policies; and
Whereas,
Arkansas, the United States, and other nations are becoming increasingly burdened by major global environmental changes; and

Whereas, 
the Talloires Declaration of 1990, an official statement by university administrators supporting environmental sustainability in higher education, articulates the urgency of these environmental problems (source: www.ulsf.org/programs_talloires.html);
Be it therefore resolved:
That the Associated Student Government support the creation of a Campus Advisory Committee on Environmental Sustainability with the adoption of the proposed attached Charter.
